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WHAT IS CLI? 
The Christian Leadership Institute is a 5-day program 
that provides Christian leadership development for 
young people. It includes a series of training 
workshops, prayer, Mass, group activities and team 
building to enhance leadership potential, while 
fostering personal and spiritual growth. It is an 
attempt to show that the youth are not the “church 
of the future”, but a gifted, motivated and essential 
part of the Body of Christ today. 

WHY CLI? 
The skills that are learned are ones that participants 
will not only use in their faith life, but in their daily 
living. The overall goal is to enhance the leadership 
potential of each individual and heighten the 
awareness of the participants’ Christian leadership 
responsibilities. It is also a time to meet new friends 
and have a lot of fun! 

WHO IS CLI FOR? 
CLI is for young people who have completed their 
freshmen, sophomore or junior year of high school, 
who are serious about learning Christian leadership 
skills. 

WHO IS ON CLI TEAM? 
The CLI team consists of Archdiocesan professionals 
who have extensive experience in ministry with 
young people.  

WHAT DOES CLI COST? 
$300 per person - includes tuition, room and materials. 

Please note that the Archdiocese encourages parishes and 
schools to consider financially assisting or sponsoring an 
applicant. The Youth & Young Adult Ministry Office may be 
able to provide limited financial aid on the basis of need, 
upon request. 

HOW DO I SIGN UP? 
Everyone must apply for participation at CLI. There is a 
registration form, health release form and two reference 
forms that are required to be considered. You can find all 
forms at www.archlou.org/youth.
