- Visitor Policies (check-in, etc.): We have a few visitor parking spaces near the front entrance in the Tyler Lane parking
lot. Guests should come to the left door and ring the doorbell to be admitted. Then guests need to go up the steps
and turn right to get to the main office. There, they sign in at the front desk and get a visitor badge. Someone there
can direct them to the cafeteria.

But the rest of the
week, jeans and shorts are not allowed, and open-toed shoes are never allowed for safety reasons.

(including transition time). The first lunch period begins at 11:15, and the last one ends at 1:20. Naturally, this shifts
earlier or later on days with alternate schedules.
